MANUAL CABLE FEED

1. Place the maching within 3 H. of the drain e
sowar clean out.
2. Attach a small spear-type cleaning tool 1o the

end ol the cable, This tool will enable you o
bore a starter hole In the obslruction, allowing

backed-up waler 10 draln. NOTE: A 2 1. flexible

leader should be used when nagaolialing P-traps
or severd bends [n the line.

3. Pasition fool actualor for easy operalor
aocassbiliry.

4, Make sure FORVREV swilch is in the Forward
osition,

6. With the maching (n tha olf position, hand fead
the cleaning lool and cable into the sewer line
clean oul as far as can be easily done,

6. With gloved hands on cable, begin depressing
the fool actuator o slart the machine, ALWAYS
keep two hands on the cable in order 1o guide
and control the rotating cable.

7. Apply downward pressure with gloved hands on
cable; rotating cable will slowly work its way inlo
the line.

8, Repeal sleps 6 and 7 until the obstruction Is
mel. This will become apparent as operalor can
no longer feed additional cable into the line
and/or cable slows or fails to rotate. WARNING:
DO NOT ALLOW machine to run when clean-
ing tool becomes stuck in the obsiruction and
cable fails to rotate. This wilt cause EXCESS
CABLE TENSION and alluw the cabde to kink,
and/or break due 10 excess torque build-up. H
ool becomes stuck, swilch motor from Forward
to Reverse operation, and siowly back tool out
of abatruction, ‘

9. To work tool through obstruction, place loggle
switch In Forward direction and bagin running
cable into line. When the cable hits an obstruc-
tion and starts to load, the operator should pull
on cable in order to back tool away from
obstruction. This procedwre should continue
until tool has fully worked its way through the
obstruction,

NOTE: For larger lines, i will be necessary
0 repeat stops & through 9 with a larger
lool or Liade after the obslruction has been
penetrated.

10. 7o retrieve cable from sewer line, manually pull
cable from sewer and hand feed back into the
maching with it running In forward rotation.
NOTE: It is recommended thal you use a con-
tinuous flush of water lo clean \ool, cable and
sewer line as cable Is retrieved.

11. As loel nears eoming out of the drain or sewer
opening, reloase foot aclualor and allow
maching lo coms 1o complels stop.

12, Pull remaining cable and tool om sewor line
and hand-leed cabie back onto machine.

MAINTENANCE

Maintenance on the Model R machine should be
mirimal for the life expectancy of the machine, The
cable cage is equipped with bearings which do not
need (o be lubricated, but an occasional lubrication
with oil to the machine shall will help In removal of
cable cage and will not harm the bearings. A light
coaling of oll applied o the cable before storing will
help prevent rusting and premature fallure.

REMOVING CABLE CAGE

Whenever it is nocessary 10 remove the cable cage
from the machine, disconnect all power, manually
remove the V-belt by turning the cable cage by hand
and twrming the belt off the large pulley. Then
remover the retaining clip from the end of the shaft
and slide cable cage off. Reverse the above proce-
dure in raplacing the cable cage. It is usually easler
1o replace the cable cage with the machine laid on
its back so thal the shalt Is in a verlcal position,
MAKE SURE TO REPLACE THE BELT GUARD.

REMOVING THE HANDLE

The handle can be removed from the machine for
compact slorage af unit or for work in crawl spaces
by backing off the two thumb screws. When replac-
ing the handle, be sure the thumb screw tips
angage in ita corresponding holes in the handle,



GENERAL SAFETY (cont.)

6, The Model "R” Drain Cleaning Machine should
te OPERATED BY ONE PERSON ONLY.
Additional personnal in the work area should
obsarve all salety Instructions.

7. Wear rubber-soled HNOM-SLIP SHOES,
HEAVY LEATHER gloves, and EYE protection.
ALWAYS koop bell guard in place during
oparatiarn.

B, ALWAYS AVOID direc! contact or splashing of
drain water on skin, facial area and especially
the EYES. Chomical compounds used in dralns
can resull in serious burns and other injuries.

9, REPLACE flings, cables, and any rotaling
parts as soon as they become visibly worn.
REPLACE any cablas which become lraciuead,
rusted, benl, kinked, or olherwise damaged.

10. NEVER attempt lo service equipment beyond
Ihe recommendations of the operating instruc-
tions. All other servicing shouk! be referred to
qualified Electric Eel service personnel.

11. To maintain safe operation, USE ONLY identical
replacemant parts and cables from Eleciric Eel,

12. ALWAYS KEEP CLEAR of rotating drums,
cages, shafls, pulleys, bells, or other rotating
parts.

13. DO NOT conlinse lo operale maching whan
cieaning tool becomes stuck in obslruction.
EXCESS TORQUE ON A CABLE COULD
CAUSE ITTO FRACTURE.

13. Reverse rolation il necessary 10 prevent unnec-
essary build-up of torque on a cable. Keep
rmaching under control at all imes.

14, NEVER force a ool and cable into plpeling
blockage. This may overload the cable or tool
and causa fracture 16 ether the tool or the
cable.

15, Use CORRECT TOOL for the job or application.
Check the toof chart and use the proper 1ool for
the size of the line being cleaned.

18. To maintain safe and efficient operation CLEAN
THORCOUGHLY all cables and looks wilh wester
aitar use. Chemicals n the drain and sewor
fines can atiack and deteriorate the melal of the
cabloz and tools. Deterioration can cause pro-
matue lracture or breakage in tools or cable.
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T0 AVOID SERIOUS BODILY INJURY AND TO
AVDID DANGER FROM ELECTRICAL SHOCK

1. ALWAYS use a ground faull interrupted cirouit
with a properly grounded outlet for all elecirical
cords, connections, and parts as installed by
factory. DO NOT make any allerations.

2. NEVER use machine in damp or wet conditions.
3. MEVER expose maghine o rain,

4. THE USER SHOULD NEVER ATTEMPT TO

THE GROUND FAULT
CIRCUIT INTERRUPTER

This machine is equipped with a Ground Fault
Circult Interrupter which 18 designed lo prevent
a serious eleéctrical shock. This device should be
tested on the job site BEFORE putting the machine
ima operatian, as follows:

1. To ensure protection against electrical shock,
tesl the device before each use, Whon {esl
button is pushed in, the indicalor light should go
OFF. Roactivate the device by pushing the reset
button ks, Il the Indicalor light goes ON, the
device is ready for use. DO NOT use the device
it the indicalor lght does not go ON WHEN
RESET or if the indicator fight REMAINS ON,
when the TEST BUTTON IS PUSHED [N,

2. This device DOES NOT guard against electrical
shock rasulting from dafects or faulls in any
wirting supplying power o this device, or from
contact with both circult conduciars.

3. DO NOT use with an exiansion cord on the plug
end unless the power source is equipped with a
ground faull interrupter clccult and properly
grounded.

4. ONLY use 14 ga. or larger, three-wire, extansion
cord (with ground wire), with three-prong
groun ing plugs and three-pole receplacles.

5. When using exlension cord outdoors, ONLY
use those intended lor outdoor use. (Indicated
on card by suftix, "W-A, alter cord type).
