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In countries that have a warm and dry climale there is a
significant risk of fire. We therelore il certain mulflers with a
spark arrestor mesh. Check whether the muiller an your
machine is filled with this kind of mesh.

For mulflersilis very imparlant that you lollow the inslructions
on checking, mainlaining and servicing your machine. See
inslruclions under the heading Checking, maintaining and
servicing the machine’s salely equipment.

WARNING! Muftlers fitted with catalytic
A converters get very hot during use and

remain so for some time after stopping. This

also applies at idle speed. Contact can result

in burns to the skin. Remember the risk of
fire!

WARNING! The inside of muftier contain

& chemicals that may be carcinogenic. Avoid
contact with these elements in the event of a
damaged muffler.

WARNING! Overexposure to vibration can

A lead to circulatory damage or nerve damage
in people who have impaired clrculation.
Contact your doctor if you experience
symptoms of overexposure to vibration.
Such symptoms include numbness, loss of
feeling, tingling, pricking, pain, loss of
strength, changes In skin colour or
condition, These symptoms naormally appear
‘in the fingers, hands or wrists, The risk
increases at low temperatures.

WARNING! Bear in mind that:

Engine exhaust fumes contain carbon
monoxide, which can cause carbon
moneaxide poisoning. For this reason you

should not start or run the machine indoors,
or anywhere that is poorly ventilated.

The exhaust fumes from the engine are hot
and may contain sparks which can start a
fire. Never start the machine indoors or near
combustible material!

Muffler

The muffler is designed to keep noise levels to a minimum
and lo direct exhausl fumes away from the user.

A mulller fitted with a calalytic converter is also designed to
reduce harmlul exhaus! gases.

Cutting equipment

A trimmer head is intended for trimming grass.

Locking nut

A lacking nul is used 1o secure some types ol culling
allachment.

Throttle lock

Regularly check that the mulller is securely altached to
the machine.

If the mulller on your machine is filled wilh a spark
arresior mesh then it should be cleaned regularly. A
blocked mesh causes lhe engine to overheat, which can
lead 1o serious damage. Never use a mulller with a
deleclive spark arrestor mesh.

1 Oniy use ¢ulling attachments with the guards we
recommend!

Tighten the nut using the sockel spanner. 35-50 Nm (3.5-

CAUTION! The nylon lining inside the locking nut musl not be
so worn thal you can turn it by hand. The lining should olfer a
resislance of at leasl 1.5 Nm. The nut should be replaced
aller it has been put on approx. 10 times.

WARNING! Never use a machine with faulty
A safety equipment. The machine's safety

equipment must be checked and maintalned

as described in this section. If your machine

fails any of these checks contact your
service agent to get it repaired.

This seclion describes how lo choose and maintain your
culling equipment in arder 1o:

Reduce the risk ol kickback,
Cblain maximum cutling perlormance.

Only use culling allachrmenls with the guards we
recommend! See the chapter on Technical dala.

Reier 1o the instruclions for the cutling attachment to check
the correct way to load the cord and Ihe correcl cord
diameler.

Trimmer head

Only use the recommended tnmmer heads and trimmer
cords. These have been tested by the manufacturer 1o suit
a particular engine size. This is especially important when
a [ully autlomalic trimmer head is used. Cnly use the
recommended cuiting attachment. See the chapler on
Technical dala.

Smaller machines generally require small trimmer heads
and vice versa. This is because when clearing using a
cord the engine must throw oul the cord radially Irom the
trimmer head and overcome lhe resislance of the grass
being cleared.

The length of the cord is also imporlant. A longer cord
requires grealer engine power than a shorter cord of the
same diameler.

Make sure that the cutter on the \rimmer guard is inlact.
This is used lo cut the cord to the correcl length.

To increase 1he life ot the cord it can be soaked in water
for a couple of days. This will make lhe line lougher so thal
it lasls longer.

IMPORTANT! Always ensure the trimmer cord is wound
tightly and evenly around the drum, otherwise the machine |
will generate harmful vibration.

WARNING! Always stop the engine before

A doing any work on the cutting attachment.
This continues to rotate even after the
throttle has been released, Ensure that the
cutting attachment has stopped campletely
and disconnect the HT lead from the spark
plug befare you start to work on il.

General safety precautions

The machine is only designed for Irimming grass.

The only accessaries you can operale wilh this engine unit
are the culling atlachmenls we recommend in the chapier
on Technical data.

Never use the machine if you are tired. if you have drunk
alcohol, or if you are taking medication thal cauld allect your
vision, your judgement or your co-ordination.

Never use the machine in exireme wealher condilions such
as severe cold, very hol and/or humid climates.

Mever use a machine thal has been modified in any way
from its original specification.

Wear personal proleclive equipmenl. See inslructions
under the heading Personal proleclive eguipment.

Never use a machine that is laulty. Carry oul the checks.
mainienance and service inslruclions described in this
rmanual. Some maintenance and service measures musl be
carried out by trained and qualified specialists. See
instruclions under the heading Maintenance.

All covers and guards must be filled belore starting. Make
sure the spark piug cap and HT lead are nol damaged.
Otherwise you could gel an electric shock.

The machine operalor must ensure that no people or
animals come closer than 15 metres while working. When
several operalors are working in the same area the salety
dislance should be al leasl twice the tree heighl and no less
than 15 melres.

WARNING! A faulty cutting attachment may
increase the risk of accidents.

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Never slarl ihe machine:

1 I you have spilt fuel on it. Wipe ofl 1he spillage and
allow remaining (uel lo evaporale.

2 Il you have spilt fuel on yoursell or your clothes,
change your clothes. Wash any part of your body that
has come in contacl wilh fuel. Use soap and waler.

3 Ilthe machine is leaking luel. Check regutarly for leaks
from the fuel cap and luel lines.

4 Avoid all skin contact wilh fuel. Fuel is a skin irritanl
and may even cause skin changes.

Transport and storage

Slare and ransport the machine and {uel sa that there is
no risk ol any leakage or fumes coming into contact wilr
sparks or naked llames, for example, from eleclrical
machinery. electric molors, electrical relays/switches or
boilers.

When storing and transporting fuel always use approve:
containers intended lor lhis purpose.

When sloring the machine for long periods the fuel lank
musl be emplied. Conlacl your local gas station 10 find oul
where lo dispose of excess fuel.

Basic safety rules

1 Look araund you:

To ensure that people, animals or other things cannot
affect your conlrol of the machine.

To ensure that people, animals, elc., do nol come info
contact with the culting altachment or loose objects thal
are thrown out by the cutling attachment.

CAUTION! Do not use the machine unless you are able to
call for help in the evenl of an accident.

2 Do nol use the machineg in bad weather, such as dense
fog, heavy rain, strang wind, intense cold, elc. Working in
bad weatheris liring and ollen brings added risks, such as
icy ground, unpredictable felling direction, etc.

3 Make sure you can move and stand salely. Check the area
around you lor possible obstacles (roots, rocks, branches,
dilches, elc.} in case you have to move suddenly. Take
great care when working on sloping ground.

Clearing

'+ The ¢learing fechnique removes all unwanted vegetalion.
Keep the trimmer bead just above the ground and tiltil. Let
lhe end of the cord sirike the ground around trees, posts,
slalues and lhe like. CAUTION! This lechnigue in¢creases
the wear on the cord.
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+  The cord wears quicker and must be fed forward more
often when working against stones, brick, concrete, melal
fences, etc., than when coming inlo contact wilh trees and
wooden lences.

When tfrimming and clearing you shouid use less than full
throllle so that the cord lasts longer and 1o reduce the
wear on the lrimmer head.

Cutting

The trimmer is ideal (ar cutling grass that is diflicult to
reach using a normal lawn mower. Keep the cord parallel
to the ground when culling. Avoid pressing the trimmer
head agains! Ihe ground as lhis can ruin the lawn and
damage lhe lool.
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Do not allow the trimmer head to constanilly come inta
contac! with the ground during normal culling. Conslant
conlacl of 1his lype can cause damage and wear 1o the
irimmer head.

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Sweeping

The fan ellect of the rotaling cord can be used for quick
and easy clearing up. Hold lhe cord parallel 1o and above
lhe area to be swep! and move the too! lo and fro.

When cutling and sweeping you should use (ull throtile o
obiain the besl resulls.

WARNING! Neither the operator of the

& machine nor anyone else may attempt to
remove the cut materiai while the engine is
running or the blade is rotating, as this can
result in serious injury. Stop the engine and
blade before you remove material that has
wound around the blade shaft as otherwise
there is a risk of injury. The bevel gear can
get hot during use and may remain so for a
while afterwards. You could get burnt if you
touch it.

WARNING! Walch out for thrown objecis.
Always wear eye protection. Never lean over
the cutting attachment guard. Stones,

rubbish, etc. can be thrown up into the eyes
causing blindness or serious injury.

Keep unauthorised persons at a distance.

FUEL HANDLING

Fuel

CAUTICN!The machine is equipped with a iwo-stroke engine
and must always been run using a mixture of gasoline and
iwo-stroke engine oil. Il is important 1o accuralely measure
lhe amount ¢f oit to be mixed lo ensure thal the correct
mixlure is obtained. When mixing small amounts of fuel, even
small inaccuracies can drasticalty allect the ralio of the
mixlure.

WARNING! Always ensure there is adequate
ventilation when handling fuel.

CAUTION! Always use high grade unleaded oil mixed
gasocline {(minimum 87 RON). Il your machine is equipped wilh
a calalytic converler (see chapter on Technical data) always
use a good gualily unleaded pelrolfoil mixture. Leaded pelrol
will deslroy the catalytic converler and it will no longer serve
ils purpose.

Use low-emission gasoline, also known as alkylate gasoiine,
il is available.

This engine is certified to operate on unleaded
gasoline.

- The lowesl recommended oclane raling is 87. If you run
the engine on lower octane rating than 87 sc-called
“kngeking” can occur. This leads 1o an increased engine
temperalure, which can result in a serious engine
breakdown.

+  When working at continuous high revs a higher actane
raling is recommended.
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Two-stroke oil

For besl resulls and perlormance use HUSQVARNA two-
slroke oii, which is specially jormulaled lor our lwo-slroke
engines. Mixture 1:50 (2%).

Never use lwo-slroke oil intended lor waler-cooled
outhoard engines, sometimes relgrred to as outboard oil.

+  Mix (shake) ihe fuel mixiure thoroughly beflare filling the
machine’s [ue!l lank.

+ Do notmix more than one month’s supply of fuel at a time.

Il the machine is not used lor some lime 1he fuel tank
should be emplied and cleaned.

+ This engine is certified to operate on unleaded
gasoline.

WARNING! The catalytic converter muifler
gets very hot during and after use. This also
applies during idling. Be aware of the fire

hazard, especially when working near
flammable substances and/or vapours.




FUEL HANDLING

WARNING! Taking the following precautions,
will lessen the risk of fire:
Do not smoke or place hot objects near fuel.

Always shul off the engine before refuelling.
Always stop the engine and let it cool for a
few minutes before refuelling.

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Check that the lrimmer head and trimmer guard are not
damaged or cracked. Replace the trimmer head or
trimmer guard il they have been exposed 1o impac! or are
cracked.
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Never use the machine wilhout a guard nor wilh a
deleclive guard.

The 2001 and laler small nonroad engines are warranted for
lwo years. It any emission relaled parl on you engine (as
listed above) is defeclive, the part will be repaired or replaced
by Husgvarna Forest & Garden.

OWNER'S WARRANTY
RESPONSIBILITIES

As the smali nonroad engine owner, you are responsible for
ihe performance of lhe required maintenance listed in your
Operator’'s Manual. Husgvarna Forest & Garden
recommends that you retain all receipls covering
maintenance on your small nonroad engine, but Husqvarna
Forest & Garden cannot deny warranly solely for the lack of
receipts or for your lailure to ensure the performance of all
scheduled maintenance.
